Science Fair Research Report Task:
Write a short report on a scientific topic related to your testable question (2-3 full paragraphs introducing and explaining the science concept and linking it to your question). The research should be based on real science that is important to understanding the significance of your project. You must be able to link the information to what you are doing and may predict what will happen in your experiment, but you should not be able to find a direct answer to your question. If you already know the answer to your own question it is not original and you need to come up with a new one. The purpose is to learn something new so that you can make an educated guess as to what will happen.

For example, questions related to flight or movement may want to address gravity, air resistance, and/or friction while experiments with plants may address nutrition, light, the effects of drought, or other related topics in the research report. 

The introduction should introduce the concept and why it is related to your question. The body should explain the concept and give examples. The conclusion should relate back to your question and give a prediction of how the science topic you researched may affect what you are testing. 
Sources:
You may use only resources explaining scientific concepts, not a website giving you a direct answer to your question. Wikipedia is acceptable as one source, but not answers.com or wiki.answers.com or similar sites. The library and your science book are useful resources. You must have a minimum of two resources that are cited using proper MLA citation (use citationmachine.net – link are on the classroom website). You must also use exactly two in-text citations (MLA format) giving a direct quote from a text you researched. All other information must be summarized and written in your own words.
